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1. How do you perceive the freedom of speech in your country, especially concerning the press? Does this have an impact on the current elections? What are your expectations regarding freedom of speech for the future?

2. How did you and others react in 2008, when Mugabe was voted out of being president but still remained is his position? Do you believe that it might turn out to be different this year?

3. What are the roles of women in your society? Do they have the same rights and possibilities as men do? 

4. In Zimbabwe 80 till 90 percent of the people are living on the edge of poverty, and at the same time Zimbabwe could be a flourishing farm land. Do you think you would be able to do something about this disproportion in the future?

5. While labour legislation prohibits sexual harassment in the workplace, such harassment is common and generally not prosecuted. Girls: how does this make you feel? How do you see your position in the future?

6. How do you participate in the political process beyond elections: Are you engaged politically? How? Do you perceive restrictions?

7. The availability and distribution of freshwater has significant social impacts: Are you satisfied by the water supply in your country? Does water shortage occur? How do you manage with it?

8. Is it possible for every student to receive a proper education? Do students receive support or grants if they cannot afford to attend a college? 

9. What about the Zimbabweans of European origin: Are they integrated into your society? How would you describe their role (politically, socially, economically)? 

10. What’s the public policy as regards freedom of worship? Is religious freedom guaranteed and protected in Zimbabwe?

11. What influence does the Western culture exert on your lifestyle and your traditions?

12. How would you describe the political and social role of the Christian churches, particularly the catholic?
